The standard hydraulic lockout lever isolates all hydraulic and
travel functions in the lowered position.

Ground-level shut-off switch stops all fuel to the engine when
activated and shuts down the machine.

Arearview camera is standard, and a right-side-view camera

is optional. Upgrade to 360° visibility and you’ll easily visualize
objects and personnel around the excavator in a single view.
New right-hand service platform design provides easy, safe, and
quick access to upper service platform; the service platform steps
use anti-skid punch plate to prevent slipping.

Available boom and stick lowering check valves prevent reverse
flow, keeping your front linkage securely in place should the
hydraulic system unexpectedly lose power.
